Written Critique of a Production: Students are required to attend one production outside of class each semester
and to write a critique about it. The production must be an ensemble based music production, either large or small.
The performance can be a community production, a traveling production, a college production, or another high
school’s production, but it cannot be a production put on in this class. The rubric for the critique will be handed out
soon. The critique is due January 7, with a class discussion.
Final Jury: Students will present their final to a panel of experts within the field. The students will be required to
respond to questions about their musical choices. Students need to be prepared not only for the final jury, but also
to engage in a dialogue and defend their choices. Final Jury’s will begin January 14. Please see attached Jury
Assignment for specific information.
